Unconfirmed Minutes of the GENERAL ASSEMBY

held in Rome on Thursday, 2001 September 6

1. Opening of the meeting

The second General Assembly of the International Commission for Acoustics opens at 6:00 pm in room #1 of the Faculty of Engineering of the University of Rome.

The ICA President, L. Crum welcomes all the participants to the meeting.

3. Election of Chairman for the meeting

T. Kihlman proposes that L. Crum act as the Chairman of the meeting.  The proposal is seconded and approved.

Crum provides a brief explanation for this formal procedure.  The work of the International Commission for Acoustics is directed by a General Assembly of official delegates appointed by the Member Societies.  The President of the Commission is therefore not automatically the Chairman of the General Assembly

The Chairman recognizes Per Bruel and Daniele Sette for their long-standing contributions to International Acoustics.

4. Ratification of membership in the Commission

The Treasurer presents a viewgraph showing the status of Member Societies dues (attachment 1).  Some corrections are made regarding the most recent payments.  The situation in Hungary is reviewed.

The Slovenian Acoustical Society was approved for membership by the Board at its meeting the previous day.  The acoustical organization in Argentina and Chile are suggested for membership [both Argentina and Chile were later approved by the Board at its second meeting on 2001 September 8].

The membership is ratified.  The list of official delegates nominated by Member Societies is given in attachment 2.  There were also some guest present at the General Assembly, such as Mario R. Serra from Argentina and Jaime Delannoy from Chile.
5. Summary of Commission activities

The Chairman begins by reviewing the activities of Past President Tor Kihlman, which led to the ICA becoming an Affiliated Commission of IUPAP.  The new ICA held its first General Assembly 1998 June 25 during the 16th Congress in Seattle where the By-laws of the new organization were adopted by the Member Societies.  The new ICA has a Board elected by the General Assembly.

Each Member Society is allocated a number of shares and dues are paid to the ICA accordingly.  In addition, the ICA receives an allocation for the triennial Congress.  The funds are used by the ICA for various programs.  

The ICA runs a Secretarial and maintains a web site.  The ICA also maintains a calendar of meetings in Acoustics, also found on the web site.  The calendar is updated several times per year.  The tutorial lectures scheduled during the triennial Congresses is highlighted.  Travel support was provided to about 30 young researchers to attend the 17th Congress in Rome.  The ICA provides support for symposium in Acoustics.  Some examples of symposia supported recently are given.  Member Societies are strongly encouraged to take advantage of this program and delegates are requested promote the program with their Societies.

Finally, the Chairman explains that at meetings of the IUPAP Council and Commission Chairs, various Commissions highlight their Awards program.  The Board has started an initiative to define an Award for the ICA.  Currently, the focus is on an award for a younger, early career scientist, rather than an end career scientist.

6. Adoption of By-laws (according to article 12 of Draft by-laws)

There were no changes to the By-laws.

7. Election of the Board

Crum invites the Chairman of the Nominating Committee, Tor Kihlman.  Kihlman briefly reviews the By-laws concerning the election of the Board.  Member Societies were requested to submit a nomination form.

There is one name for President (Daigle), one name for Secretary General (Yoon), and one name for Treasurer (Mellert).  The leaves the names for the remaining Designated Seats: China (Zhang), France (Legros), Italy (Brambilla), Japan, (Kuwano), Russia (Dubrovsky), and UK (Nelson).

A slate of 12 names is proposed for the 6 Open Seats.  These are (in random order), Augustinowics, Don, Dikavicius, Guzas, Benes, Sliwinski, Jiricek, Gallego-Juarez, Gerges, Agrawal, Dodd, Rajcan.

An Election Committee was nominated by the Board, formed by Crandall and Houtsma.  Ballots are distributed to the delegates for the election of the Open Seats.  Each Member Society receives an envelope containing a number of ballots equal to their number of votes (see attachment 2).  The names on each ballot have been randomly rotated.  The ballots are filled and are handed to Crandall and Houtsma in a sealed envelope.  The Election Committee retires to a private room to count the ballots.

Before moving to the next item on the Agenda, the Chairman reviewed the plans for the 19th ICA.  Proposals were received from 4 Members Societies to host the 19th Congress: St. Petersburg, Edinburgh, Paris and Madrid.  Each Member Society made a formal presentation to the Board.  The Board then considered the requirements to host the International Congress on Acoustics and debated the merits of the four proposals.  Ballots were then prepared and each Board Member was asked to rank order the four proposals.  A second ballot with the top three proposals was circulated for vote to confirm the result. 

In both votes, one proposal stood out as clearly the choice of the Board Members. Accordingly, Madrid was chosen as the site of the 19th triennial Congress in 2007.

8. Examination of financial statement

The Treasurer is invited to present a summary sheet of the Commission finances for the years 2000 and 2001 (attachment 3).  Mellert notes that the cash account arises as a result of the funds received from the 16th ICA in Seattle.  The free balance is thus about 30k USD.

Crum notes that the expenses related to travel / meeting were for the rental of a meeting room in Nice.  No travel expenses are paid to Board members to attend meetings.

The charges to support the travel Grants to attend to ICA in Rome are still to come.  The amount (about 10k USD) is to be subtracted for the 5% allocation from the 17th ICA.

9. Agreement on a provisional budget for future years, due per share and contribution from the congress fees.

The report of the Treasurer in the preceding item is approved with (1) no change in the dues and (2) the allocation of 5% from the 18th ICA in Kyoto.
